Section 2.4 of the BWF statutes (Code of Conduct in Relation to Betting, 
Wagering and Irregular Match Results) relates to anti-corruption and anti-
match manipulation, and this code applies to all participants in this 
tournament.   
 
To protect the integrity of BWF sanctioned tournaments, participants are 
not allowed to bet in any way on badminton matches, respect the principle 
of fair play, and shall not attempt to influence the course of result of a game 
or a match.   

 
Every person has an obligation to report to BWF any approaches by anyone 
to gather inside information or to change the outcome of matches.

Covid-19 
Restrictions 

 
(Important) 

 
Visitors are permitted to enter the country, by land or air (Sir Seretse Khama 
International Airport, Gaborone) with a negative PCR COVID-19 test taken 
no more than 72 hours before boarding aircraft in-bound to Botswana. 
 

PCR Test will made on arrival at the airport with cost approximately USD 75, 
and shall wait in the airport around 1 hr. for the results. 

 
 The Government of Botswana requires that all departing passengers present 

a negative PCR COVID-19 test taken not more than 72 hours before 
departure. This requirement is mandatory for all departing passengers out 
of Botswana even if the destination country does not require it.
