Team Composition for 
Team Event 

Member Associations can enter a Mixed Team composed of at least 2 men and 
2 women; that is, minimum four (4) players and a maximum of 12 players (6 
men and 6 women). If your team has less than 2 men or 2 women, you will NOT 
be allowed to partake in the Team Event Competition. 

Depending on the number of players entered in your team, BCA will give a 
maximum of 12 medals per winning team (6 male and 6 female players) 
including gold, silver and bronze medallists. 

Each tie will be composed of five matches: one MS, one WS, one MD, one WD 
and one XD. Teams winning three or more matches in any tie will be declared 
as the winner. A player is not allowed to play more than 2 matches per tie. In 
the group stages all five matches will be played. 

The order of play for each match will be decided by the Referee and the latter’s 
decision will be final.

Section 2.4 of the BWF statutes (Code of Conduct in Relation to Betting, 
Wagering and Irregular Match Results) relates to anti-corruption and anti- 
match manipulation, and this code applies to all participants in this 
tournament.   
 

To protect the integrity of BWF sanctioned tournaments, participants are not 
allowed to bet in any way on badminton matches, respect the principle of fair 
play, and shall not attempt to influence the course of result of a game or a 
match.   
 

Every person has an obligation to report to BWF any approaches by anyone to 
gather inside information or to change the outcome of matches.

According to the BWF General Competition Regulations, there is no world 
ranking points for an international tournament with less than 8 entries in (MS, 
WS, MD, WD, XD). 

In such a case, the tournament maybe cancelled, and the organisers will not 
take any responsibility for any arrangements that may have been already 
made.
